5.4.2 Area Event location request
(Informative)

The SIP application server requests the area event location to the Location server. 
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Figure X. The SIP application server request the Periodic location estimate to the Location server
A. The SIP application server requests the area triggered location estimate to the Location server. The SIP application server submits SIP application’s identity, the original requestor’s identity and some criteria regarding location estimate (ex, QoP, area event,  etc)
B. The Location server authenticates the SIP application server. The Location server authorizes the SIP application server and the original requestor.  
C. The Location server and the position determination function proceed the positioning process according to the internal rule.
D. The position determination function checks if the area event occurs.
E. The position determination function reports the position estimate to the location server when the area event occurs.
The step F to H are the same with the step C to E.
