5.3 Context-Based Location Information
5.3.1 Short Description

Capability: GET resident application and Network resident application is able to transfer more versatile geographic information in addition to currently supported coordinates and respective uncertainties.

Indoor positioning and navigation assume location information that is not just based on coordinates, but on other location related attributes such as floor, room, cubicle and possibly their geometrical dimensions. For example, indoor navigation in a shopping mall requires context-based geographic information about the layouts, passages, exit/entries etc that cannot be given in WGS-84 coordinates. 

Position information can also be represented to a user via civic address, for example in street name rather than coordinates. 

5.3.2 Actors

GET resident application presenting the context-based location information to the User.

Network resident application providing the context-based geographic information.
5.3.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

GET resident application needs to be capable to present context-based location information to the user.
5.3.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The GL User has access to more versatile location information.

GET resident application can offer new use cases and improve location experience.
5.5.7 Operation and Quality of Experience Requirements

The format of the context-based location information needs to be sufficiently defined, yet offering adaptability and flexibility.
