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1 Reason for Change

In the SUPL v2.0 RD, there are descriptions, ‘If the SET user requests the triggered service to be paused, no location or events shall be reported to the client until the SET user requests the triggered service to be resumed” in the section 5.5 Triggered location request - “Change of area” event trigger and the section 5.6 Triggered location request - “Periodic” trigger. However there is no feature on the pause/resume procedure of the triggered session in the SUPL v2.0.

The triggered session pause/resume procedure is useful. For example:

1. The target SET user uses this procedure to keep the user’s privacy temporarily.

2. When the target SET user turns off the terminal, the terminal performs the pause procedure automatically to inform the H-SLP that the SET cannot fulfil the triggered session temporarily. After the SET user turns on the terminal, the SET also sends the message to resume the paused session automatically.
This CR proposes a pause/resume procedure of the triggered location session and a related parameter.

5.X.X     Triggered Session Pause/Resume Procedure
The following call flow enables the SET to pause and resume the pending triggered session. This flow can be applied to the network initiated triggered session and the SET initiated triggered session.
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Figure XX: Triggered Location – Triggered Session Pause/Resume
A. The triggered location procedure is processing.
B. The SET attach itself to the Packet Data network if it is not already attached or establish a circuit switched data connection. The SET sends the SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message to inform the H-SLP that the triggered session in the SET is paused. The SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message SHALL contain the request mode parameter to indicate that this message is to pause the current triggered session.
C. The SET attach itself to the Packet Data network if it is not already attached or establish a circuit switched data connection. The SET sends the SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message to inform the H-SLP that the triggered session in the SET is resumed. The SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message SHALL contain the request mode parameter to indicate that this message is to resume the paused triggered session.
D. Remaining a triggered session is performed.
