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Figure X – Flow for Location Information Expiry Notification

1. The lifetime of some Location Information expires and there is no refreshing transaction to update the lifetime of this Location Information.

2. The Location Server issues a SIP NOTIFY request indicating the expiry of Location Information.

3. The SIP/IP Core network forwards the SIP NOTIFY request to the Location Client.

4. The Location Client sends a 200 (OK) response to the SIP/IP Core network to acknowledge the SIP NOTIFY request.
5. The SIP/IP Core network forwards the 200 (OK) response to the Location Server.

Change 2:  Add Section 5.4.1.3 Subscription Authorization Failure
5.4.1.3 Subscription Authorization Failure
A Location Server can deny a subscription request from a Location Client if the Service Provider has blocked the Location Client from subscribing to target’s location. In this case, the Location Server sends a 403 Forbidden message in response to a subcription request.

1. A Location Client that wants to retrieve the location information of a target, sends a SUBSCRIBE request which contains the SIP URI of the target, the duration of the subscription and the feature tag for location service.  The duration of the subscription should be set to zero if it’s a one-time request instead of persistent subscription.  The SUBSCRIBE request may include the required QoS parameters and filter criteria's for when notifications shall be sent.

2. The SIP/IP Core network of the Location Client resolves the address of the target and forwards the request to the SIP/IP Core network of the target.
3. The SIP/IP Core routes the SUBSCRIBE request to the correct Location Server, based on the address of the target and the feature tag for location service.

4. The Location Server performs the necessary authorisation checks on the originator to ensure it is allowed to request the location information of target. In this scenario, the Service Provider has blocked the Location Client from receiving the target’s location information and therefore, the authorization fails.
5. The Location Server sends a SIP 403 Forbidden response to the SIP/IP Core. 
6. The SIP/IP Core network of the Location Server forwards the response to the SIP/IP Core network of the Location Client.
7. The SIP/IP Core forwards the response to the Location Client.
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
