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1. Scope

This Technical Specification defines the positioning extension for SUPL 2.1. The extension is intended to complement and provide an alternative to encapsulating 3GPP RRLP and RRC as well as 3GPP2 IS-801 in SUPL messaging. TS POS will also extend the AGNSS capabilities in SUPL beyond those supported by 3GPP/3GPP2 specifications.
