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1 Reason for Contribution

One of the advantages of gLoc is the possibility of a developing a single solution that can be used across multiple domains. The same issues that we are encountering to do with user plane assistance data and measurement delivery have also been identified by IETF Geopriv, although they (currently) lack the OMA’s expertise in positioning technology. 
There is a real opportunity for the OMA to contribute its expertise to solve a wider problem across the industry, and avoid having incompatible solutions in each domain.
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The Liaison Statement asks IETF GeoPriv to consider the possibility of using gLoc and asks IETF GeoPriv for guidance on making gLoc compatible to their needs.
