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1 Reason for Change

In the roaming case with V-SLP of the area event triggered SUPL session, to initiate the SUPL triggered session with the V-SLP the H-SLP sends the SUPL TRIGGERED START message using the RLP to the V-SLP with the trigger type parameter and the trigger params parameter. After receiving the SUPL TRIGGERED START message, the V-SLP sends the SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message using the RLP to the H-SLP. It may include the area-ids for the area event. Finally the H-SLP forwards the receiving SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message to the SET. In order word, the V-SLP creates the concrete SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message and the H-SLP sends the receiving SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message to the SET without change. However this process has a flaw. To check the area event the SET uses the three kinds of method, geographic target area only, area id only and geographic target area with area id. These parameters must be included in the SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message. However the V-SLP that creates the SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message doesn’t know which kinds of parameter will be used in the SET to check the area event. Thus the H-SLP must inform the parameter that will be used for the area event of the V-SLP. The current ULP TS and RLP TS don’t contain the parameter or the method for this.
This CR proposes to add the parameter to inform which kinds of parameter will be used in the SET to check the event area in the RLP TS.
