B.1 GEOPRIV Location Information Format
B.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Emerging technologies as Near Field Communication and Mobile Code may allow the terminal to get position information not only in terms of geographic coordinates. Civic Address and in building position in terms floor, room may be useful and may complement geographic coordinates information, in particular in indoor environment and in some application in urban scenarios. IETF GEOPRIV  (RFC5139) standard defines a data format for civic address and in-building position. 
B.1.2 Market benefits

This functionalities may be valuable for indoor location application, where the management of geographic coordinates may not easily managed. In indoor is not easy to get precise coordinate of a site, GEOPRIV standard represents a more useful mechanism. Furthermore in-building position info may be better understood by the user than geographic info.

Application as Indoor navigation and emergency services may provide improved QoS exploiting GEOPRIV data format.  
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
