6 Detailed Change Proposal

B.x SLP discovery in a specific access network

A user might have multiple devices, e.g. a mobile station and a notebook computer, and car, and a home Softphone, and a  desktop PC.

Each device might access the Internet through multiple access networks including 3GPP/3GPP2 networks(mobile network, cellular network), enterprise network, WiFi, xDSL/FTTx. 

Normally, the access network providers have the potential to have the accurate position of the device(not the person). The device should discover the local SLP.
B.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
Every access network carrier provides the SLP server, for example the ADSL provider is assumed to have a database maps from circuit-ID(switch port identifier)   to the location at  which the circuit connected to that port terminates in the building,

IETF Geopriv LIS discovery or location delivery mechanism in enterprise network, WiFi, xDSL/FTTx is referenced as SLP discovery.

When a device is connected to Mobile Network, the device should be able to find the SLP through DHCP, or DNS U-NAPTR as draft-ietf-geopriv-lis-discovery-09 specifies. Alternatively, a universal URI for the SLP server is recommended so that the application providers can reference to it agnostic to access networks and MNOs(Mobile Networks Operators). And, moreover, the SUPL1.0 server name generation rules are also supported.
In order that a device could connect to a local SLP server, an universal APN is needed, for example: supl.net, the APN is configured as visited network routing.
B.x.2 Market benefits

To ensure the device could reach the biggest probability that the location is accurate and the availability is the highest.
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
