6 Detailed Change Proposal

B.x SLPs priority in multiple Access networks
There are use cases that a device is active in multiple access networks so the device should decide the precedence of which access network for data connection, which location information has priority to give to the location recipient. 
B.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
Let’s say the device is the mobile phone. The uses cases are listed(not limited) as below:

1. mobile network and WiFi;

2. mobile network and Ethernet(through short connection between a mobile phone and a notebook computer)

3. WiFi and Ethernet;
The location recipient calling location functionality may include the parameters of SLP server address or access network precedence. When the parameters are left null, a default priority rule is applied: 
1) DHCP provided location of civic address 

2) GPS position

3)DHCP provided location of coordinate-based location

4) the device simultaneously connects to each SLP in each network, and return the multiple position result to the location recipient. 
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B.x.2 Market benefits

The device can reach the highest availability in positioning and the accuracy could be the best.
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
