The requirements in this section define the full SUPL Enabler.
2.1 Modularisation
The SUPL3.0  protocol is the interface between a device, which may be a mobile phone, a laptop notebook, VoIP softphone, a desktop computer or an IVS(In-Vehicle System), and the location server, which is SUPL Location Platform(SLP). From the transmission viewpoint the SUPL3.0 protocol  is agnostic to the access networks, meanwhile from positioning technology angle, the protocol supports access network specific positioning technologies. The access networks(ANs) might be the mobile networks, namely 3GPP/3GPP2 networks, WiFi/WiMax, Ethernet LAN, xDSL/FTTx fixed-line network, or any AN like the above. 
A device should connect to a local SLP server discovered to do location determination.

The SUPL protocol is devided into two layers: (1)the positioning layer and (2)the application layer, the following diagram shows the layerd architecture.

When a device is connected to multiple Access networks, the SLPs priority and bearer network priority is out of scope.

The privacy policy to distribute the location information of a target is defined by other work items or other standardization body and is out of scope here.

SUPL should support charge based on the identity of the subscriber and the subscription informaiton.
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
