B.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
When the DGPS aiding data is available in SUPL interface, the SET makes a DGPS position fix in order to reach a horizontal and vertical accuracy of 5 meter 95%.
If other high accuracy positioning technologies which meet this requirement is available, DGPS is not a mandatory for it demands a reference base stations network in deployment.

B.x.2 Market benefits
