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1 Reason for Change

Change 1:  Add a new SUPL INIT delivery mechanism in appendix
Appendix

X. SUPL INIT delivery
For network-initiated location, the SLP can usually deliver SUPL INIT over OMA PUSH or SIP PUSH or Mobile Terminated SMS or UDP/IP. Besides, the SUPL can also deliver SUPL INIT message to SET over signaling channel. 

Before sending SUPL INIT, the SLP can determine and find the routing information of target SET through various environment dependent mechanisms. Then SLP issues a signaling message containing SUPL INIT to the target MSC based on the routing information of the target SET. And the MSC can deliver the message to SET consequently.
Before sending a signaling from SLP to MSC, the SLP can get the status information of the SET during resolving the routing information of the target SET, if the status is abnormal, e.g. unreachable, out of service, power off, the SLP will not send signaling to MSC and end the procedure and may return an indication to SUPL agent, or else if the SET is normal, e.g. reachable, the SLP can issue the signaling.
For 3GPP network, the signaling message from SLP to MSC is MT Forward SM message (MT-FORWARD-SHORT-MESSAGE). For 3GPP2 network, the message from SLP to MSC is SMDPP (Short-Message-Deliver-Point-to-Point).
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
