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1 Overview

OMA LOC WG would like to thank 3GPP RAN2 on the response received to the original communication (OMA-LS-874-20100701-A, R2-104222).

OMA LOC WG appreciates RAN2 taking into account the LOC WG comments and proposals regarding the items in the communications and provides further input in this communication.
2 Proposal

OMA LOC WG would like to make the following remarks and comments.
1) EPDU-sequence

OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG kindly requests RAN2 to allocate OMA an EPDU-ID and EPDU-Name (3GPP TS 36.355, chapter 6.4.1 on EPDU-Sequence)

3GPP RAN2: RAN2 have agreed to the CR in R2-104974 for this purpose, and would like to ask OMA LOC to confirm that the description in the table is correct.  Further, RAN2 would like to request that OMA LOC provide an appropriate reference to the specification for LPPe for inclusion in the table.

OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG thanks 3GPP RAN2 for the EPDU-ID allocation and confirms that the description in the latest version 9.3.0 of TS 36.355 is correct.
 The reference to LPPe Technical Specification is: “OMA-TS-LPPe-V1_0”.
2) EPDU-elements in LPP Abort and LPP Error

OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG kindly requests RAN2 to consider adding EPDU-sequences to LPP Abort and LPP Error messages. OMA LOC WG hopes that this could still be done as a bug fix to the 3GPP Rel-9.

3GPP RAN2: This bug was also noted in RAN2 and the missing sequences were introduced in an agreed CR in document R2-104167.

OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG thanks RAN2 for the action.
3) Re-usability of 3GPP LPP information elements in OMA LPPe

OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG kindly requests RAN2 to make sure that the LPP data types are available for re-use in OMA LPPe. In case Stage 3 changes are required, OMA LOC WG hopes that these could still be done as bug fixes to the 3GPP Rel-9.

3GPP RAN2: RAN2 have discussed this issue and understand that the data types should be reusable by any application that compiles in the LPP ASN.1.

OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG thanks RAN2 for the discussion and the response.
4) Swap of server and target roles
OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG kindly requests feedback on the planned feature to allow the location server and the end user device to swap the LPP termination point roles
3GPP RAN2: RAN2 have discussed this feature for the first time in response to the LS.  RAN2 would like to understand if the feature would involve any impact to the underlying LPP protocol or if it can be contained entirely within the LPPe extensions.  In the latter case RAN2 would have no concern; however, RAN2 would like to avoid impact to the LPP protocol itself, and if such impact is envisioned RAN2 would need to discuss the issue further.
OMA LOC: 
OMA LOC WG thanks 3GPP RAN2 for these considerations. OMA LOC WG sees that the feature is fully contained within the OMA LPP Extensions. 

Currently the feature allows for bi-directional capability exchange (solicited and unsolicited) and bi-directional location information exchange (solicited and unsolicited). 
To exemplify, 3GPP LPP already supports the server to request and the target to provide its capabilities (to the server). OMA LOC WG has extended this capability in such a way that in case the target knows that the server supports OMA LPPe, the LPPe-enabled target may request the capabilities from the server. Also, in case the LPPe-enabled server knows that the target supports OMA LPPe the server may provide its capabilities to the target.

As explained, the functionality is fully contained within the OMA LPPe. In case a non-LPPe server receives the request for capabilities from an LPPe-enabled target, the server will respond with protocol error as required by TS 36.355. Similar consideration also holds for the request and provide of location information.
In conclusion, the feature requires no changes to 3GPP LPP and is fully transparent to LPP-only (non-LPPe) termination points.

1) OMA LOC WG asks 3GPP RAN2 to add the reference to OMA LPPe TS.
