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1 Reason for Contribution

Emergency call support in SUPL 2.0 is a mandatory feature. This is expressed in the static conformance requirements for server:

As a result, SUPL 2.0 client implementations which do not support emergency call position location will not be able to pass GCF/PTCRB certification.

As a number of Network Operators are not supporting Emergency Services based on SUPL (or not at all) in their Networks, some Client vendors want the possibility of not being forced to test this feature (whether implemented or not).
OMA LOC has discussed this in the past and Spirent presented CR OMA-LOC-2011-0036-CR_SUPL_V2.0_TS_client_SCR_Emergency_Services_optional (Honolulu meeting in February 2011) proposing to make emergency call support for SUPL 2.0 clients optional. The proposed CR was at first postponed but was later (March 17th conf call) noted due to objections by Orange and Deutsche Telekom T-Mobile. It was also agreed to revisit this issue later (see minutes of the March 17th conference call: OMA-LOC-2011-0040-MINUTES_17Mar2011LOC_Conference_Call).

With SUPL 2.0 approaching approval based on the max timeout IOP procedure, it is proposed that OMA LOC revisit the issue of whether emergency call support ought to remain a mandatory client feature or whether the feature should be optional. Orange and Deutsche Telekom T-Mobile have meanwhile withdrawn their objections to making the feature optional.  

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes to revisit the issue of whether emergency call support in SUPL 2.0 ought to remain mandatory or whether it should be made optional.
3 Detailed Proposal

Discuss this issue and either (1) do nothing or (2) agree to corresponding CR OMA-LOC-2011-0337-CR_SUPL_V2.0_TS_client_SCR_for_Emergency_Services_optional which proposes to make emergency call support in SUPL 2.0 optional for the client.
