Definitions

	NavSe Client
	An entity that is in charge of interacting with a NavSe Server to get route information and/or real-time and forecast traffic information.

	NavSe Server
	An entity that is in charge of providing the NavSe Client with route information or real-time and forecast traffic information.

	Enabler Release
	Collection of specifications that combined together form an enabler for a service area, e.g. a download enabler, a browsing enabler, a messaging enabler, a location enabler, etc.  The specifications that are forming an enabler should combined fulfil a number of related market requirements.

	Location URI
	A URI that enables the current location of a device to be obtained from a particular location server using a particular dereferencing protocol. 

	Navigation Device
	An entity that, using GNSS service, assists the driver showing correct route to reach the final destination. This entity may process real-time and predicted traffic information and dynamically estimates the optimal route, according to user preferences.

	Network Performance Parameter
	Information regarding the performances (i.e. speed, delay and travel time) of road segments related to an area or a route.

	Route Information
	Sequence of road segments, each of them defined with end points coordinates and road name, from an origin to a destination.

	TestFest
	Multi-lateral interoperability testing event

	Traffic Event
	Information regarding events related to an area or a route that are either imposed or planned by the road network operator (i.e. roadwork leading to lane closures) or events that occur outside the control of the network operator (i.e. accidents).

	Traffic Information
	Information which consists of traffic events and network performance parameters related to an area or a route.

Introduction
The purpose of this Enabler Test Requirements document is to help guide the testing effort for the Enabler NavSe v1.0, documenting those areas where testing is most important to ensure interoperability of implementations.

The Enabler under consideration comprises the following specifications:

· OMA-ER-NavSe-V1_0: This Enabler Release document includes the requirements and the architecture of the NavSe enabler;

· OMA-TS- REST_NetAPI_NavSe-V1_0: This document includes the Technical Specification of the NavSe enabler interface defined according RESTfull NetAPI approach.
Generally, the testing activity should aim at validating the normal working behaviour of the client/server interactions, as well as testing the error conditions whenever it is possible to set up the appropriate scenarios. The following sections provide a more detailed description of the testing requirements for NavSe v1.0.

This document also intends to provide some guidance on the prioritization of the specifications and features to be tested within Enabler NavSe v1.0.
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
