Reason for Change
OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_NavSe-V1_0-20180314-C was validated against OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_netapi_common-V1_0-20180116-A, civicAddr.xsd, tpeg-data-type.xsd, tpeg-loc.xsd, tpeg-loc-type.xsd, tpeg-rtm.xsd and tpeg-rtm-type.xsd. The Valid test failed. The following error was reported in line 288:
The type "unusableSegment" is referenced, but has not been declared.
In addition to updating the SUP XSD it is also suggested that the occurrence in the TS of type "unusableSegment" be changed to "UnusableSegment".
Impact on Backward Compatibility
There are no known backward compatibility issues introduced with this CR.
Impact on Other Specifications
OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_NavSe-V1_0-20180314-C will need to be updated accordingly and a companion CR has been submitted.
