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1. Description and Goals

The OMA Location Working Group has been created to develop specifications to ensure interoperability of Mobile Location Services on an end-to-end basis, as well as to provide technical expertise and consultancy on Mobile Location Services for other groups of OMA.

2. SCOPE

The OMA Location WG will cover the primary aspects of Mobile Location Services including an End-To-End Architectural Framework with relevant application and contents interfaces, privacy and security, charging and billing, and roaming.   The group will work with industry organizations and other OMA groups to ensure interoperability of specifications and to address new opportunities for collaboration.

It is expected that the group will adopt relevant specifications developed by LIF (Location Interoperability Forum) and the WAP Forum (WAPF), while considering other relevant industry initiatives, and converge them as needed.

All specifications derived in the group are to conform to the OMA Location Architecture and use cases. Also, the Location WG will review and contribute to the OMA End-To-End Location Architecture as defined by the OMA Architecture WG.  

3. Proposed organization

The OMA Location WG operates under the OMA Technical plenary to which it will regularly report about its progress.

The chairman and vice-chairman of the Location WG shall be elected according to OMA procedures.

The Location WG will start with three subgroups: Mobile Location Protocol, Privacy and Security, and Roaming. As the Technical Plenary may approve new Work Items, the Location WG may create new subgroups to address those work items that do not fall into the realm of an existing subgroup. The Location WG shall nominate a chairman and an optional vice-chair for its subgroups.

4. Criteria for Success

The success of the OMA Location WG is measured by:
· Expedient full integration of LIF technical work into OMA 

· Wide-scale adoption of the Location WG specifications in the industry.

· Integration of other relevant communities than LIF into the OMA Location WG

· Architectural consistency, completeness, and conformance (as defined by the IOP group) of the OMA specifications, as defined by OMA Architectural Framework Working Group. 
· Timeliness in identifying and solving problems, conflicts, and challenges.
· Timeliness in integration of already existing input from organisations, as they are consolidated, to ensure an effective and speedy migration path.
· Timeliness in initiating appropriate new activities.
5. Duration

As an emerging enabler, Location is expected to continue to evolve over time.  To support this evolution, the OMA Location WG will be an ongoing group with a charter that will be reviewed annually and updated as required.

6. Schedule and Deliverables 

The schedule and deliverables of the Location WG will be those undertaken by the group as a whole resulting from the assignment of work items by or the enhancement of existing deliverables with the concurrence of the Technical Plenary. As a starting point this means specifically:

·  Maintenance of all OMA location specifications.

· Convergence of LIF and WAPF location protocol specifications as needed .

· Roaming deliverables according to existing Work Items transferred from LIF, including a Technical Report for roaming and an ensuing protocol specification to support communication between network-based location servers. The protocol shall be applicable at least to the inter-GMLC Lr interface as defined in the 3GPP LCS architecture.

· Location Privacy concepts including harmonization with more general privacy approaches.

· Other essential deliverables will cover alignment of the protocols mentioned above to a Web Services Interface, compliance to future cellular standard releases (including 3GPP Release 6), and advanced services.

7. Resource Requirements

The OMA Location WG requires the following support from the OMA staff:

· Committee meeting organization and facilitation during the OMA plenary meetings

· Web site home page and mail reflector administration

Active OMA Location WG member company participants are required to:

· Participate in face-to-face meetings and telephone conferences when required

· Allocate significant time for design proposals, discussion, specification review and editing

· Writing meeting minutes on a rotating basis

· Perform important ad hoc tasks

8. Interfacing and Collaboration with External Organisations

The OMA Location WG may interface with external organisations that have technologies which may be referenced by, or have impact on, the OMA Location Specifications. As external organisations are identified, the OMA Location WG will coordinate and communicate with the external organisations using the OMA liaison process.

As a starting point, the group will maintain or create co-operation relationships with Open GIS Consortium (OGC), GSM Association (GSM-A), CDMA Developers Group (CDG), 3GPP, and 3GPP2 as well as other organizations as seen necessary.

9. Co-ordination with other OMA Activities

The OMA Location WG coordinates with:

· The OMA Technical Plenary

· The OMA Architecture Group

· The OMA Requirements Group

· The OMA IOP Group

· The OMA Marketing Group

10. Dependencies on OMA specifications

The deliverables of the OMA Location WG will be dependent on the architecture framework defined by the OMA Architecture Group and the use cases and requirements provided by the OMA Requirements Group. 

11. Meetings and Communication

The OMA Location WG meetings are primarily arranged during the OMA plenaries. Interim meetings shall be arranged between the OMA meetings as seen necessary. The general meetings are Location Opening and Location Closing Sessions. Because a large number of people is expected to attend the Location Opening Session, it is also the preferred forum for presentations that contain important and relevant information for the entire location community. The OMA Location WG facilitates a mailing list, which is archived, for communication. The OMA Location WG maintains a web page in the OMA web site. The sub-groups of the OMA Location WG have their own meetings managed by the sub-group chairpersons. The OMA Location WG and its subgroups also use teleconferences as a tool to progress work between regularly scheduled meetings.
