Presence Client Continuous Provisioning
The present section defines a mobile device Management Object (MO) for OMA Presence. The MO is used for continuous provisioning, which allows the service provider to update any parameter defined in MO tree for service configurations during service deployment. Also the AC file SHALL use the same list of parameters for initial provisioning.

The OMA Presence Management Object is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in [OMA-SyncML-DMTND-V1-1-2] and [OMA-SyncML-DMStdObj-V1-1-2].

The Management Object Identifier is: org.openmobilealliance/1.0/presence
Protocol compatibility: This MO is compatible with OMA DM 1.1.2.
