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1 Reason for Change


The document OMA-TS-PoC_XDM-V1_0-20050428-C doesn’t define a default namespace for XCAP URI evaluation. This is in contrast to the other XDM documents.

The latest two XCAP drafts (e.g. draft-ietf-simple-xcap-07) contain within section 5.2 (Default Namespace Binding) some expectations about application usages. 


Next sentence (part of 5.2) is actually mandating definition of default namespaces for XCAP URI evaluation: ( All application usages MUST define a namespace URI that represents the default namespace to be used when evaluating URIs. ) 


This contribution proposes to define a “default namespace to be used when evaluating URIs” also for PoC application usages. The “theoretical background” is explained in OMA-PAG-2005-0426-CR-namespace-presrules.

The PoC Group documents (poc-group) should use the “urn:oma:params:xml:ns:list-service” as default for URI evaluation. This namespace defines both document structure and PoC specific elements.

The PoC User Access Policy documents (poc-rules) should use the “urn:ietf:params:xml:ns:common-policy” as default for URI evaluation since this namespace defines the basic document structure.
