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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution proposes a solution to PoC Problem Report #7 (http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/poc/2005/OMA-POC-2005-0585-POC1-Problem-Report-007.zip) and also its resolution (PoC-627, http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/poc/2005/OMA-POC-2005-0627-PoC-XDMS-error-report-7-response.zip). They were  discussed in Montreal meeting. 
It was concluded a CR implementing the solution in 627 is needed in PoC XDM specification (minutes PoC-640R02, http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/poc/ID/05/OMA-POC-2005-0640R02-Minutes-POC-22-Montreal-August-2005.zip). So an action item A048 was given to the Source. This contribution completes the A048.
The resolution takes into account both XCAP and HTTP recommendation.
R01: PAG wg teleconference concludes to handle it in XDM core specification. So this CR is done accordingly.
The PoC reserved document number is OMA-POC-2005-0734-CR-PR7-resolution.

A change is done in 5.1.5 and 5.2.5 in PoC XDM specification. 
3 Detailed Proposal
6.2 Procedures at the XDM Server

A XDM Server (XDMS) is a HTTP origin server that manipulates XML resources according to the conventions described in [XCAP].

When the SIP/IP Core network corresponds with 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD networks, the XDM Server SHALL be implemented in an AS as defined in [3GPP TS 23.228] and [3GPP2 X.S0013-002-A] respectively.

6.2.1 Document Management

An XDM Server receiving an HTTP request targeted at an XCAP resource identified by the HTTP Request-URI follows the following procedures based on the method requested.

An XDM server SHALL conform to [XCAP] section 8.5 for the management of Etags. 

An XDM server SHALL implement the conditional operations of [XCAP] section 7.10.

If the XDM Server implements parallel processing of requests, it SHALL ensure the integrity of the resulting document.

6.2.1.1 POST handling

HTTP POST requests targeted at an XDM resource SHALL be rejected with an HTTP 405 “Method not allowed” response as described in [XCAP] Section 8.1.

6.2.1.2 PUT handling

HTTP PUT requests targeted at an XDM resource SHALL be processed as described in [XCAP] Section 8.2.
NOTE: The server’s response code returned to a PUT request depends on the resource identified by the Request URI. If the Request URL points to a new resource, e.g. document, element, or attribute, the response should be "201 Created".  Oppositely, if the HTTP URI refers to an existing parent resource , the "200 OK" response should be used, though a new child resource may be created.
