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1 Reason for Contribution

To get an OMA enabler from candidate to approved state is normally required that the enabler specifications has been proven at Test Fests. The results from the Test Fests are fed back to the IOP and TWG via Test Reports and Problem Reports (PR).
In order to secure that any problem found at the Test Fests are taken care of without loss of information and time delays a way of handling of PRs after they have been entered in the PR tool is proposed. 
It is similar to the way OMA-POC has set up its PR handling

2 Summary of Contribution

A way to handle PRs entered in the PR tool and afterwards based on an assigned contact person is proposed
3 Detailed Proposal

In general the following procedure is proposed.

A) The PAG group appoints a contact person who tracks the PR tool regarding PoC PRs 
see e.g. http://www.opengroup.org:8000/OMA-PR/
This person should preferably be given read/write access to be able to later enter responses 
and be registered to be notified of new PRs. 
B) This person picks out the relevant information for each of the PRs assigned to the PAG TWG and copies them into ICs and submits and presents them to the TWG see e.g. 
http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/poc/2005/OMA-POC-2005-0809-POC1-Problem-Report-025.zip 

C) The PAG TWG tries to find volunteers to fix the PRs and assigns an Action item per PR (which is tracked) 

D) Answers/solutions are submitted as CRs if needed and when agreed the solutions are entered in the PR tool by the contact person and the case Action items can be closed (proceed to step F))
E) In case a PR should be transferred (from e.g. TWG to IOP-SWG) that is done in the PR tool by the contact person and an email  is sent to the IOP-SWG. 

F) The final closure of the PR is done by the IOP WG 
4 Intellectual Property Rights

b) appoints a contact person and 

c) if possible assigns him/her permissions to the PR tool
d) the contact person follows the outlined procedure
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
