3 Detailed Proposal

As noted in PR-001, <ruleset>, <rule>, <conditions>, <actions> elements are defined by IETF common-policy. Therefore, the prefix as declared in the root element for “urn:ietf:params:xml:ns:common-policy” shall be used for those elements. 

“urn:oma:params:xml:ns:common-policy” is the OMA namespace for those elements which are OMA common extensions to IETF common-policy. Those elements are defined in section 6.6 in XDM Core specification and include the <external-list>, <other-identity>, and <anonymous-request> as of now. Therefore, for these elements, the prefix as declared in the root element for “urn:oma:params:xml:ns:common-policy” shall be used.
