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1 Reason for Change

To add <allow-conference-state> element to generic group definition of Shared Group Document in XDM 2.0 Requirement Document.

Reasons why this element is needed:

1) It is used in PoC 1 group definition, which has been used as a basis for Shared Group definition.

2) Shared Group should support all PoC 1 level elements for guarantee backward compatibility. Shared Group imports PoC 1 level group definition as it is and extends it with new elements that are needed by SIMPLE IM 1.0 and PoC 2.0.

3) Allow conference state doesn’t have impact on XML document authorization policy (delegation) as it is used only by PoC Server. Based on <allow-conference-state> element PoC Server knows which members are allowed to see whose are currently online in group communication. Authorization policy of XDM documents (e.g. who can see members of the group and modify group properties) is different issue and handle with delegation functionality. 

Note for the editor! This CR requires that previously agreed CR OMA-PAG-2006-007R04 has been incorporated to XDM 2.0 RD before this CR can be added. This will add one new bullet to the generic Group Document in chapter 6.3.1.1.

Note for the Editor! Modification has been made based on agreed CR OMA-PAG_2006-007R04-Generalization-of-PoC-Group, because without it there isn’t generic Group Document in XDM 2.0 RD. This CR will only add one new bullet to the chapter 6.3.1.1.
6.1 Document Types

6.1.1 Shared Documents 

6.1.1.1 Group document

1) A document describing a Shared Group MAY have the following content, in addition to the meta-data specified in Section 6.1.1:

a) Display name: This is a human readable name.

b) Session Type: This identifies the nature of the Shared Group e.g. chat, instant.  (In a chat group session, members join a group session individually. In an instant group session, whether pre-defined or an ad-hoc group, all other members are invited simultaneously at a group member’s request.)

c) Membership: This identifies the nature of the membership in the Shared Group, which is one of two – “open” or “restricted”.

d) Session initiation policy: This describes who, apart from the Owner, may initiate a group session.. 

e) Group member list: This provides a list of end-users and/or URI lists who will be invited to a group session. 

f) Group reject list: This is the list of end-users and/or URI lists who SHALL be barred from joining a group session.  (Only for Session Type = “chat”).  

g) Maximum number of members: This is the maximum number of end-users who can be active in the session. 

h) Anonymous access allowed: This is used to reveal, or not reveal, the end-user identities of all members of a “Chat” type group session taking the values - “yes” or “no”, respectively.

i) Allow dynamic invitation: This is used to define whether user can invite additional participants to a group session.
j) Key participant: This is used to indicate that the identity matching this rule is a ”Distinguished Participant” of the group session.
k) Subject: This contains a topic or description of a Shared Group.
l) Age-limit: This indicates the allowed age or age-range of a Participant.
m) Schedule: This represents the timing and duration of Group Session.
n) Sub conferencing: This describes who may create sub-conferences in a group session.
o) Private messaging: This describes who may send private messages in a group session.
p) Allowed medias: This identifies which medias are allowed to use in a group session e.g. audio, message, video, application.
q) Allow to see conference state: This is used to define whether other user than owner of the group can see the state of the group session (e.g. who is currently online). 
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
