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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution summarizes the current status and progress of the PAG-PoC2 Ad Hoc.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution lists features previously identified as having potential PAG dependencies.  For each feature that has been discussed within the Ad Hoc, a summary and effort assessment is provided.
3 Detailed Proposal

The PAG-PoC2 Ad Hoc met via conference call on 3 occasions, and reviewed 8 contributions.
As a starting point, the Ad Hoc began analysis of the 17 PoC2 features that were identified during the Paris meeting as potentially having XDM or Presence impacts (see OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0117R01-PAG-impacts-of-PoC2-RD).
A summary of the analysis is provided in the table below and is based on meeting minutes.  The last column is a current rough estimate of effort needed by PAG to support the feature, using the following key:

The Ad Hoc will continue to operate until the PoC2 related work is absorbed by the full PAG WG.  The primary deliverable of the Ad Hoc is a final report that will enable PAG to determine a work schedule for support of PoC2.  It is proposed that the final report take the form of the above table.
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
