	The question is what the server should send in a notify when the user 
is either offline, hasn't published anything, when the publish 
timeout, if the user is registred but has not published anything, if 
the client isn´t allowed to see any presence, etc. 

As of now some servers sends <presence entity=".(the presentity uri 
here)."/> to indicate an empty document, some servers sends nothing, a 
notify with content size = 0. 

From a client perspective if we do not get a presence document how 
should we then get the presentity uri for the subscribed resource?

3 Detailed Proposal

OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE-V1_0-20060214-C states that:

“A watcher SHALL support subscription and notification of presence information, according to the subscriber procedures described in [RFC3265] and [RFC3856].”

“The PS SHALL support subscriptions for the presence event package, according to the procedures described in [RFC3265] and [RFC3856].”

RFC3265 states that there could be empty NOTIFY messages (section 7.1).

RFC3856 states that:

“If the resource is not in a meaningful state, RFC 3265 allows the body of the initial NOTIFY to be empty. In the case of presence, that NOTIFY MAY contain a presence document.  This document would indicate whatever presence state the subscriber has been authorized to see; it is interpreted by the subscriber as the current presence state of the presentity.”

One way to get the presentity URI of the subscribed resource is via the data of the established SIP dialog.

According to this, it is clear that NOTIFY messages may or may not contain a body when the resource is not in a meaningful state. That means that clients must support both formats of expressing the absence of presence information.
