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1 Reason for Change

In OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_0 specification section 6.4.3, there is an authorization policy incompatible with the corresponding XDM requirements for delegation.  

In OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V2_0, it says: “In this release, it will not be possible to change the primary principal.  Additionally, it will not be possible to assign permissions to access or manipulate a document to anyone except for the primary principal or trusted applications.” 
However, in section 6.1.2 in OMA-RD-XDM-V2_0, it says “Principals SHALL be able to authorise other principals to perform selected operations on their behalf.  ”
As authorization function is not well described in TS we suggest revising it as proposed.

6.4.3 Authorization

The XDMS SHALL check that the identity of the requesting XDMC has been granted access rights to perform the requested operations. Application usages MAY define their own policies for accessing different XCAP resources (e.g. global documents).

The XDMS SHALL use the information in the X-XCAP-Asserted-Identity header provided by the Aggregation Proxy to determine the identity of the XDM Client. 

When realized in 3GPP IMS and the GAA is present, the identity of the requesting XDMC is obtained from the X-3GPP-Asserted-Identity or the X-3GPP-Intended-Identity.
The XDMS SHALL check whether the determined identity of the XDMC is the primary principal of the targeted document by the request. If it is, the XDMS SHALL permit all operations defined in Section 6.1.1 and 6.1.2; if not, the XDMS shall authorize the identity in terms of the authorization rules defined in Access Permissions associated with the targeted document.
By default, the initial creator of a document is its primary principal. The primary principal SHALL have permission to perform all operations defined in Sections 6.1.1 and 6.1.2. In this release, it will not be possible to change the primary principal.
