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1 Reason for Contribution

The new media types defined by OMA PAG and PoC must be registered with IANA.  The process for doing so is described in RFC4288.  For new media types in the Vendor Tree, the process is as follows:
1) Preliminary Community Review (optional for Vendor Tree): Notice of a potential media type registration in the standards tree MUST be sent to the "ietf-types@iana.org" mailing list for review.  This mailing list has been established for the purpose of reviewing proposed media and access types.  Registrations in other trees MAY be sent to the list for review as well.  The intent of the public posting to this list is to solicit comments and feedback on the choice of type/subtype name, the unambiguity of the references with respect to versions and external profiling information, and a review of any interoperability or security considerations.  The submitter may submit a revised registration or abandon the registration completely and at any time.

2) IANA Registration:   Provided that the media type meets all of the relevant requirements and has obtained whatever approval is necessary, the author may submit the registration request to the IANA.  Registration requests can be sent to iana@iana.org.  A registration template is provided in section 10 of RFC4288.
