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1 Reason for Change
MWG/IM WG has raised some concerns against IM XDM Specification. This CR tries to answers those and fixes relevant ones in IM XDM specification.

Below is summary of changes that are needed:
1) Delete Note from chapter 5.1.7 as metadata can be deleted only by the IM Server as it said chapter 5.1.11 Authorization policy: “Users SHALL NOT have manipulation rights regarding the conversation history document as this information is managed only by the IM Service, which SHALL have manipulation rights for the conversation history.”
2) Delete “Id” attribute from chapter 5.1.1 (and 5.2.1 + actual schema as well) thus OMA IM group believes that the ”id ” is not required and they recommend to remove it.
What comes to the third concern regarding common schema for both IM History Metadata and Deferred Message, PAG WG disagree that two separate schemas are needed. This is because they have already own AUIDs which differentiates used document type and because these two documents have almost identical structure, only thing that is different is that in case IM messaging is not pager mode or large message session then IM History Document will use <conference> element instead of <pager> element.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

There have been some changes to spec, which have reformatted description and move attribute to new place. Change 4 requires that CR 570 R01 has been incorporated (or then leave some parts of 570R01 away).

Change 1:  Remove “id” attribute from the structure (although descriptive text has been modified in 538R01) 
5.1.1 Structure

The root element of the conversation history XML document is <history-list> which contains zero or more <history> elements. The <history-list> MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

Each <history> element contains supplementary descriptive information regarding the conversation in question. The <history> element:

1. SHALL include a <size> element representing the size of the saved content;

2. MAY include an <expiry> element representing the date at which the history expires
3. MAY include a <subject> element representing the subject header in SIP;

4. In the case of a pager mode message or a large message session :

a) SHALL include a <time-stamp> element representing the creation time of the Pager Mode/large message session saved history.
b) SHALL include a <from-name> element. The id describes the value of the “From:” SIP header field;
c) SHALL include a <pm_list> element containing the list of receivers of the message;

d) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility
5. In the case of a conference history:

a) SHALL include a <time-start> element representing the start time of the IM Conference saved history;

b) SHALL include a <time-end> element representing the end time of the IM Conference saved history;

c) MAY include a <filename> element representing the name of the actual history content;

d) MAY include a <conf_list> element containing the participation history of the conference members;
e) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility
6. MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility

7. SHALL include a "date" attribute representing the date at which the conversation began. This attribute SHALL not exceed the precision of the day of the month;
8. 

9. SHALL include a "history-reference" attribute representing the complete path and name of the actual history content;
10. MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility;
Both the pm-list and the conf-list elements SHALL contain zero or more <entry> elements. Each <entry> element:

· SHALL include a "uri" attribute representing the URI of either a recipient for the message or a conference participant

· MAY include a <display-name> element, containing a human-readable name corresponding to the message recipient's or conference participant's identity
Change 2:  Remove both data semantics of “id” attribute and note other means to delete history document

5.1.7 Data Semantics

Each <history> element contains descriptive information about one conversation stored at the Storage. The IM Server creates the <history> element, and all the values of XML elements and attributes are initially set by the IM Server. 


The “date” attribute of the <history> element defines the date when the conversation began. The value of the “date” attribute SHALL NOT be changed by the User and it SHALL NOT exceed the precision of the day of the month.

The initial value of the <subject> element corresponds either to the value of the <subject> element in the Group definition stored at the Shared Group XDMS or to other topic or description given by other means to the conversation depending on the conversation case and the IM Server local policy. The value of the <subject> element can be changed by the User.

The value of the <expiry> element is used to indicate the storage time limit for the Conversation History. The User MAY set or change the value of the <expiry> element to a preferred value indicating to the IM Server when the Conversation History is not needed any more and MAY be deleted. The IM Server MAY set a default value when adding the <history> element.


The value of the <size> element is set by the IM Server to the size of the stored conversation measured in kBytes. The value SHALL NOT be changed by the User. 

Change 3:  Remove “id” attribute from the structure (although has been moved to another place in and reformatted by CR 568R01) 

5.2.1 Structure

The root element of the Deferred Messages Metadata XML document is "history-list" which contains one or more "history" elements. Each "history" element contains supplementary descriptive information regarding the message in question. The "history" element:

1. 

2. SHALL include a "date" attribute representing the date when the message was sent. This attribute SHALL not exceed the precision of the day of the month; 

3. SHALL include a "history-reference" attribute representing the complete path and name of the stored content; namely the Message-ID URI ;

4. SHALL include a <size> element representing the size of the stored content;

5. MAY include an <expiry> element representing the date at which the content expires;
6. MAY include a <subject> element representing the Subject header field of the SIP request;

7. SHALL include a <pager> element containing:

a) a mandatory <time-stamp> element representing the creation time of the message;
b) a mandatory <from> element taken from the “From” header field of the SIP request;
c) a mandatory <to> element taken from the “To” header field of the SIP request;

d) an optional <auth-id> element representing the Authenticated Originator’s IM Address as defined in [OMA-IM-TS] if Privacy setting allows;

e) optionally any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

8. MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

5.2.7 Data Semantics

Each <history> element contains descriptive information about one Deferred Message stored at the Storage. The IM Server creates the <history> element, and all the values of XML elements and attributes are initially set by the IM Server. 


The “date” attribute of the <history> element defines the date when the User sent the message derived from the SIP request. The value of the “date” attribute SHALL NOT be changed by the User.

The initial value of the <subject> element corresponds to the Subject header field of the SIP request. The value of the <subject> element can be changed by the User.

The value of the <size> element is set by the IM Server to the size of the stored content measured in kBytes. The value SHALL NOT be changed by the User.

The value of the <expiry> element is used to indicate the storage time limit for the Deferred Message. The User MAY set or change the value of the <expiry> element to a preferred value indicating to the IM Server when the Deferred Message is not  needed anymore and MAY be deleted. The IM Server MAY set a default value when adding the <history> element.


The <pager> element SHALL be used for the Deferred Messages. The <time-stamp> sub-element of the <pager> element is set to the time when the User sent the message derived from the request. Values of the <from> and <to> sub-elements are derived from the SIP request. The value of the <auth-id> sub-element is set according to Authenticated Originator’s IM Address defined in [OMA-IM-TS] if the Privacy settings allow. The <pm-list> sub-element has to be always filled if the message is aimed to a group. The <pm-list> element contains a copy of the group members or the ad-hoc group members of the message.
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
