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1 Reason for Change
With Presence 1.0 procedures, the PS can only provide a valid presence document to the watchers if it has received input presence information from Presence Sources and that information has not been expired.

There are use cases where there may be no active sources capable of publishing presence information and setting of permanent presence state is useful. This type of default state is independent of any particular source and can be considered to be persistent. draft-ietf-simple-xcap-pidf-manipulation-usage-02 provides a solution for setting the Permanent Presence State document for the presentity.

5.2.1 Structure

The Permanent Presence State document SHALL conform to the structure of the presence document according to [PRESSPEC] and [RFC3863].

5.2.2 Application Unique ID

The Permanent Presence State SHALL conform to the AUID for “pidf-manipulation” as defined in [PIDFXCAP] Section 4. 

5.2.3 Default Namespace

The default namespace SHALL conform to “urn:ietf:params:xml:ns:pidf” as defined in [PIDFXCAP] Section 5.

5.2.4 XML Schema

The Permanent Presence State SHALL be composed according to the XML Schema detailed in [PRESSPEC] section 10. 

5.2.5 MIME Type

The MIME type for this application usage SHALL be “application/pidf+xml’” defined in [RFC3863].

5.2.6 Validation constraints
The validation constraints SHALL conform to those imposed by the XML schemas.
5.2.7 Data Semantics

The data semantics SHALL conform to the semantics defined in [PRESSPEC] section 10.
