7.1.1
Structure

An Extended Group Advertisement is an XML document that must be well-formed and has to be valid. The Extended Group Advertisement document is based on XML 1.0 and uses UTF-8 encoding. 
The Extended Group Advertisement document SHALL conform to the structure of the “group-advertisement” document described in this sub‑clause.
The <group-advertisement> element 

a) SHALL include one or more <group> elements,

b) MAY optionally include free text in the <note> element indicating some information to be rendered to the User.
The <group> element 

a) SHALL include “type” attribute indicating the type of the Group,

b) SHALL include the <uri> element with the value set to the Group Identity of the Group used for communication within advertised group,

c) MAY include the <display-name> element with the value set to name of the Group,

d) SHALL include the <allow-media> element with the values set to the Allowed Medias of the Group

e) MAY include the <document-uri> element with the value set to the XCAP URI of corresponding group document.
The <allow-media> element contains which media types is allowed to use and/or must support in the group communication. The possible child elements are: “audio”, “message”, “video”, “application” elements, etc. or combination of those elements

XML Schema

The Extended Group Advertisement document SHALL conform to the XML schema described in [XSD_POC_GROUP_ADV] with the extension described in [XDM_GROUPAD].

Default Namespace

The default namespace used in Extended Group Advertisement SHALL be “urn:oma:xml:poc:group-advertisement” [XSD_POC_GROUP_ADV].
