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1 Reason for Change

The Presence Charging Principles, defined in GSMA for the wholesale scenario, state that:

- presentity notification charging should be function of (volume, # notification events, content exchanged);
- watcher subscription charging should be function of (subscription duration, content requested).
This contribution proposes additional requirements to Presence Simple 2.0 in order to meet these principles.
Also other requirements for publications have been added as logical extensions to the ones added above.
