	Presence-XDM-1.0-int-0202 to Presence-XDM-1.0-int-0205 had to be set to 
Inconclusiv during TestFest 17 because of an issue with the client 
inserting elements. The client didn't use any prefixed namespaces in som 
of the elements that were to be inserted and the server couldn't resolve 
the default namespace. 

However, we managed to fix by letting the client redefine the default 
namespace with a prefix and used throught the element that was to be 
inserted. However, this resulted in a quite nasty XML document. 

We didn't have enough time to get our test verified though. 


2 Summary of Contribution

As the up-to-date XCAP draft already provides a mechanism to resolve the namespace binding issue in the XML fragment, no action is needed.
3 Detailed Proposal

The XCAP draft, whose up-to-date version is draft-ietf-simple-xcap-12, describes how a client to handle the namespace binding for the XML fragment in a XCAP request, where; if a client already has a copy of the document against which the XCAP request for XML fragment to be sent, it will use the namespace bindings for the XML fragment as exists in the document. Otherwise, the client will fetch from the server the namespace bindings for the XML fragment to be sent and will use those. 
Therefore, a client and server conforming to the up-to-date XCAP draft should be able to resolve this issue.
