Requirement #6 Section 6.1.3.3, in the Presence SIMPL 2.0 RD, enables buffering of received notifications from a list of presentities and deliver those when some specified conditions are met, but timing factor is not captured here. 

As described in OMA-RDRR-Presence_SIMPLE-V2_0-20061211-D, comment A052, and after the clarification within the PAG group, group expressed the need for another requirement that actually would address the timing factor of the buffered received notifications.
