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1 Overview

Initial implementations and studies raised concerns related to the amount of traffic over the air interface in case of mobile terminals accessing the Presence Server. As part of the OMA SIMPLE Presence 2.0 enabler, the OMA PAG WG has been investigating how to improve presence traffic performance over the air interface. 

SIP can be compressed by using Signaling Compression (SigComp) defined in RFC 3320. In order to achieve better compression rates a SIP/SDP dictionary was defined in RFC 3485. 
Based on experimental learning it has been concluded that a presence-specific static dictionary for SigComp can further enhance the compression efficiency. Such a dictionary is documented in draft-garcia-simple-presence-dictionary-01 including dictionary input strings from IETF RFCs and drafts defining PIDF and its extensions.
2 Proposal

The OMA PAG WG has decided to adopt draft-garcia-simple-presence-dictionary-01 as a normative dependency in the OMA SIMPLE Presence 2.0 enabler. The WG kindly requests the IETF SIMPLE WG to provide feedback about the expected progress of this draft. 
3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA PAG WG suggests the IETF SIMPLE WG to further analyze the problem of presence traffic optimization and consider the presence-specific static dictionary as part of the solution.
