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1 Reason for Change
XDM 1.0 supports both DM 1.1.2 and DM 1.2 as stated in Appendix D.
“The Management Object (MO) for OMA XDM is defined in [XDM_MO]. The MO MAY be used for initial provisioning of parameters when the DM Profile is to be used (as specified on [OMA-DM-v1-2]), and the MO SHOULD be used for continuous provisioning of parameters according to [OMA-DM-v1-1-2] or [OMA-DM-v1-2], if required by the service provider to update service configurations.”

Also PoC 1.0 have support for both DM 1.2 and DM 1.1.2.
PoC 2.0 has not wanted to change this requirement, because operators may not update their provisioning systems and therefore in practise the client manufacturers have to support 1.1.2, if specified or not. It is not accetable situation, that enabler should use unspecified method.
Proposal to remove support for DM 1.1.2 from PoC 2.0 in contribution OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-1191-CR-CP-DM-(was-0720R04) was not agreed in POC WG.

As XDM 2.0 should be aligned with PoC 2.0 it is proposed to NOT to remove support for DM 1.1.2 and keep it as it was already in XDM 1.0.
