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1 Reason for Contribution

Implementation Guideline document for Presence 1.0 and XDM 1.0 Enablers is proposed to be created by contribution PAG-0375. This contribution adds some text to that document.

Adds text to Chapter 6.1 “Names of Lists” to the Implementation Guideline document for Presence 1.0 and XDM 1.0 Enablers. See Input Contribution PAG-0375 that proposes to create such document
3 Detailed Proposal

Change 1:  Add proposed text to Chapter 6.1 Names of Lists
6.1 Names of Lists

In general, three different lists are used in Presence 

· Presence List (the list of users whose Presence Information is requested), 

· Grant List (the list of users who are allowed – “allow” for <sub-handling> element – to subscribe for the presence information), and 

· Block List (the list of users who are blocked – “block” for <sub-handling> element – from subscribing for the presence information). 

Note: Polite-Block List is another possible list in Presence, but not considered here.

On the other hand, Shared XDM specification [XDM SHARED] defines name of a few commonly used lists, e.g. oma_buddylist, oma_blockedcontacts.

A typical implementation of a client is expected to refer the <list> element in the Shared XDMS with the name attribute “oma_buddylist” and “oma_blockedcontacts” for Presence List and Block List respectively.

Editor’s note: There is no suitable name attribute defined in the Shared XDM specification [XDM SHARED] for the Grant List. A possibility is to define such a value of the attribute here.
Within these top-level <list> elements of a list stored in the Shared XDMS, there can be both individual URI (i.e. <identity> elements) and other <list> elements. A typical implementation is not expected to use more than one level of <list> element under the top-level <list> element.
The lists used in Presence can use <resource-list> element to refer the lists stored in the Shared XDMS (as mentioned above), or directly include <list> element, which can again include individual URI (i.e. <identity> elements) and other <list> elements. In this case, a typical implementation is not expected to use more than two levels of <list> elements.
Editor’s note: Alternatively, should there be restriction not to directly include <list> element within RLS document or Presence authorization document, so that it is easier in case a user take a new terminal in use.
