This cause the problem when client want to delete the last URI List 
from index document. In this case server will raise "schema-validation- 
error". So, it is not possible to have empty index document for 
resource-lists. 

rls-services and common-policy schema allow document to be created 
without service and rule elements (allow empty documents) because they  specified minOccurs="0".

2 Summary of Contribution

After agreement from the author of “draft-ietf-simple-xcap-list-usage-05” was the requested change added to the text which has become RFC4826.

Change needed to OMA specifications is thus to refer to the RFC4826.
3 Detailed Proposal

The proposed solution to allow minOccurs=0 for lists was introduced in the RFC4826 (May 2007) which is replacing the “draft-ietf-simple-xcap-list-usage-05”
Enter the following text in the PR tool: 
“The IETF draft “draft-ietf-simple-xcap-list-usage-05” referenced from of the OMA XDM V1.0 Shared XDM specification has been updated with a change recognising that there can be a problem in applications where the user removes one list and then creates a new one, so the schema and text has been changed to allow for zero list elements. 
The text in the OMA XDM V1.0 Shared XDM specification will thus not need to be changed except for a revised reference. This reference change will be done in next version of the XDM enabler”


Impact on OMA-PAG documents:

The XDM V1.0.1 enabler will not be updated as it will, as decided by OMA-PAG, be replaced by XDM V1.1

The XDM 1.1 enabler needs to secure that the new RFC4826 is referenced instead of the “draft-ietf-simple-xcap-list-usage-05”. (Recommended to be done as part of 1.1 consistency review).
No impact on XDM 2.0 specifications is needed as the new RFC4826 is already referenced.

The PRS 1.1 RLS XDM specification reference needs to be updated. (Recommended to be done as part of 1.1 consistency review).
The PRS 2.0 RLS XDM specification reference needs to be updated (Recommended to be done as part of 1.1 consistency review).
