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1 Reason for Change

Contribution 528 discussed some additional presence information for music and video, later collectively analyzed as samples for user activities.

Following PAG discussions, this contribution clarifies the generic use case for such information sharing.

5.3.6 Social Presence Information

5.3.6.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use-case is intended to illustrate how Presence Information can be used in Social Networking, Sharing and Entertainment Activities:

· Deliver relevant presence information to a users’s social network peers steering communication and sharing

· Used in context of the user actions to express his behaviour and social preferences 

· Re-used in a consistent manner across different user devices and applications 

5.3.6.2 Actors
Alice, Bob: Users that belong to the same circle of friends gathered around a particular shared interest.
· Alice – Performs various entertainment and social networking activities
· Bob – A social friend of Alice, interested in knowing what Alice is doing, to be able to share, relate to or participate in her activities

Entertainment Application: an application allowing its users to consume or otherwise engage with a certain media for leisure 
Social Networking Application: an application providing varius communication, content, sharing and relationship management amongst friends 

Presence Application: a PEP or other potential presence-enabled application used in this instance to view the presence information of other friends

Presence Server: resides in the network

5.3.6.3 Actor Specific Issues
Presence Application: Provides the presence information as part or in conjunction with either of the Entertainment Application or the Social Networking Application.

This use case covers the presence information that is governed by the Presence Server, to provide the users with the abilities to share and than act upon that presence information, with their Entertainment or Social Networking Application.
5.3.6.4 Actor Specific Benefits

· Alice - can share her activities with her social friends, allowing them to relate, comment, share, or join her – as they pleased.

· Bob - can learn the various activities his friend Alice is engaged in, and as a result perform various actions.

· Social Network Application – may offer different actions and context to Bob and Alice 

5.3.6.5 Preconditions

· Alice and Bob are provisioned as users of the Presence Server

· Alice and Bob are friends in the specific social network application

· Alice authorized Bob to view her relevant presence information, and Bob subscribed to that information

5.3.6.6 Postconditions
· Bob is able to perform various actions that relate to Alice presence information 

5.3.6.7 Normal Flow

1) Alice uses an Entertainment Application 

2) Alice decides to listen to a particular audio clip, music, radio station, song or other identifiable audio source
3) Alternatively, Alice may access a different activity such as:

· Watch a video clip, movie, TV channel, VOD (Video on Demand), Video Streaming, or other identifiable video source.

· Play a game, MPG (Multi Player Game), online or network game, or other identifiable gaming activity. 

· Read a textual or picture source, book, magazine, document, spreadsheet, report, or other identifiable source. 

· Any other that defines an identifiable activity. 

4) Alice Presence Application publishes information on the particular audio clip, allowing interested friends to recognise the particular audio 
5) The Presence Server notifies Bob, with that presence information for Alice 

6) As a result Bob can use his own Entertainment Application, or access various content search, content sharing, download services, or other application, to enjoy a similar experience with Alice

7) Alternatively, Bob can use a Social Network Application or any other communication application and comment, relate, or otherwise communicate with Alice, e.g. to tell her he likes this song a lot
5.3.6.8 Alternative Flow #1
8) Alice and Bob use a  Social Network Application

9) Alice uploads new pictures using a Social Netowrking Application from her mobile to a specific album

10) Alternatively Alice updates her “social persona” by other means, such as adding entries to her blog, creating a survey or a questionnaire, adding friends, or any other action
11) Alice Presence Application publishes information on the new album and/or new pictures on behalf of Alice

12) Bob who is a watcher of Alice, is notified  by the Presence Server to his Presence Application 

13) Bob is then able to access his Social Network Application and access that new album and/or the new pictures uploaded there within
14) Alternatively, Bob can use a Social Network Application and comment, relate, or otherwise communicate with Alice, e.g. to tell her the pictures look amazing
5.3.6.9 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· The provider of the social network application, may benefit from additional communication, sharing, content and other activities, due to the enhanced provided presence information support
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
