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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the following requirements:
	FEAT-SUB-034
	Watchers MAY be able to request Notifications to be selectively delivered upon the state of their presence status.
	PRESENCE 2.0


In order to achieve FEAT-SUB-034, the following are proposed:
· The presence notification blocking filter is newly defined, which describes the conditions when the watcher wishes not to receive presence notifications.

· The watcher embeds the presence notification blocking filter in the initial or re-SUBSCRIBE request to the presence event package.

· Before generating the presence event notifications to watcher, the PS checks the presence notification blocking filter against the watcher’s presence information. If there’s match, then the PS suppresses the generation of the notifications to the watcher.
R01:

· Added the way to cancel the previously set presence notification blocking filter.

· Added the watcher proxy role to regulate the presence notifications to the watcher per the presence notification blocking filter set by the watcher.
· Moved out the schema to SUP file.
R02:

· The previous 464R01 is split into separate CRs per functional entity; Watcher, Watcher Agent.
· Watcher Proxy is renamed to Watcher Agent and regarded as separate functional entity rather than the entity collocated to Presence Server.
· As only the Watcher Agent need to understand the presence notification blocking, the description to Presence Server is removed.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Add the following new section after section 5.3 Watcher Information Subscriber.
5.4  Watcher Agent
The Watcher Agent is an entity that controls the Watcher’s presence service use in Watcher domain. 
5.4.1  Handling of Watcher’s Presence based Notification Blocking
Watcher’s presence based notification blocking is a mechanism where a watcher can set the conditions where the presence notifications to the watcher are blocked based on the specific conditions of its own presence attributes. 

The Watcher Agent SHALL support the watcher’s presence based notifcation blocking and support the presence notification blocking filter as defined in Appendix X.x.
Upon receiving the SUBSCRIBE request to presence event package from a watcher, the Watcher Agent:
1. SHALL extract the presence notification blocking filter from the body of the received SUBSCRIBE request, validate it the embedded presence notification blocking filter per Appendix X.x and then store it;
2. SHALL forward the received SUBSCRIBE request towards the Presence Server. When forwarding,  the Watcher Agent SHALL add the “Record-Route” SIP header [RFC6261] with the value of the SIP URI of its own;
3. SHALL, if the Watcher Agent does yet know the watcher’s presence information, generate the presence subscription to the watcher’s presence information.
Note:  If the Watcher Agent is collocated to the Presence Server, the above step 3 can be achieved by internal processing.
Upon receiving the presence notification to the watcher, the Watcher Agent:
1. SHALL check the previously stored watcher’s presence notification blocking filter against the watcher’s current presence information;
2. SHALL, if any match is found per Appendix X.x.4, suppress forwarding the presence notification to watcher, instead respond towards the originator of the presence notification the 480 “Temporarily Unavailable” SIP response, if available, with the “Retry-After” SIP header with the suggested time to retry per [RFC3261].
