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CPM Requirements Analysis

		Goal of this presentation is to give short summary of more detailed analysis that is provided in contribution OMA-PAG-2007-703

		CPM requirements have been analyzed in high level to make it easier to understand how much work is required from PAG WG.

		CAB and CPM Media/message storage related requirements have been left out of scope of this analysis.
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Authorization / delegation

		Some requirements in CPM RD are related to authorization / delegation.

		CPM-GRP-004: The CPM Enabler MAY allow an Authorized Principal to view all or a subset of the CPM Group information (e.g. CPM Group Membership Rules, list of Participants, etc.) based on service provider policies.

		CPM-GRP-005: The CPM Enabler MAY allow an Authorized Principal to create a CPM Pre-defined Group on behalf of another Principal and transfer ownership rights over the group to that Principal.

		Above mentioned requirements need XDM delegation feature that is already included to XDM 2.1 RD

		Also following requirement needs XDM delegation: CPM-GRP-007.
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User Preferences

		There are several requirements in CPM RD that mention something will be done based on User Preferences.

		XDM-based mechanism seems appropriate to store, access, and manage User Preferences (also agreed CPM-2007-0277R01 proposes same thing).

		Overlaps with existing Shared Policy XDM that describes policies for incoming requests (i.e. redirect communication etc).

		Many of required User Preferences exists already in the Shared Policy Document

		Many of missing User Preferences can be quite easily added to the Shared Policy Document

		CPM also introduces concept of several User Preferences Profiles e.g. home, work etc that group different options together. 

		This may require new application usage
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CPM Groups

		Many group related requirements can be fulfilled already by Shared Group XDM (used in PoC 2.0 and SIMPLE IM 1.0).

		Rules and policies for a group (members, used media, etc)

		Search of public chat groups

		Some requirements needs authorization/delegation that is already in scope of XDM 2.1

		In addition to above there are requirements that may require some extensions to the current Shared Group XDM, i.e. hidden mode etc. These should be studied:

		[CPM-CONV-026, -033 and CPM-GRP-006, -007]
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Multiple devices

		Support of Multiple CPM Addresses:

		CPM-MAD-002: The CPM Enabler SHALL allow a CPM User to use multiple CPM Addresses in parallel.

		CPM-MAD-004: The CPM Enabler SHALL allow a CPM User to have a common set of preference settings for all or a subset of his/her CPM Addresses.



		If User Preferences Profiles are based on XDM then mechanism to use one XDM document with several addresses is needed
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User Communication Preferences & communication capabilities

		Several CPM requirements (CPM-HLF: 016 – 020) handles CPM User’s Communication Capabilities and User Communication Preferences.

		Presence 2.0 includes communication capabilities

		Possible new capabilities can be simply added to the Presence Data Extension.

		For further investigations: Is there new work for PAG WG related to these requirements? 
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Scheduled conferences

		CPM-HLF-021: The CPM Enabler SHALL be allowed to send a CPM Message or initiate a CPM Session on behalf of a user (e.g. for scheduled conferencing).

		XDM 2.0 includes only a time when conference can be active.

		Conference needs always be initiated by either application server or by  User. 

		XDMS cannot initiate conference as it is only a data storage





 No new work for PAG
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Summary and way forward

		According to analysis CPM doesn’t introduce many new requirements for Presence enabler (~Presence 2.0 with PDE may be enough for CPM).

		According to analysis CPM introduces quite many new requirements for XDM enabler in addition to already defined XDM 2.1 requirements. Following new XDM features are needed: 



XDM Delegation

Management of User Preferences (Profiles)

Extensions to Shared Group XDM

Extensions to Shared Policy XDM (may relate/overlap with 2.)

		CPM and PAG should agree how to continue work with above mentioned features (i.e. add missing requirements to XDM 2.1 RD based on PAG contribution 703)
