An XDM Service provider can set up the XDM Service configurations remotely in an XDMC in a terminal device. When DM Enabler [DM_ERELD] is deployed, Device management as specified in [DM_SO] provides the support for remote provisioning and management of an XDM Enabler specified Management Object containing necessary configuration parameters for the XDMC in the terminal device.
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
