Change 1:  Add new Section 5.4.2
1.4.3 Forward Request Document

The XDMC SHALL support the Forward Request document if the XDMC supports the search feature as described in sub clause 6.1.4 “Forwarding of XDM Resources”.

The XDMS SHALL support the Forward document if the XDMS supports the search feature as described in sub clause 6.2.6 “Forwarding of XDM Resources”.

5.4.3.1 MIME Type

The MIME type for the Forward Request document SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.forward+xml”.

5.4.3.1 XML Schema

The Forward Request document SHALL conform to the XML schema described in [XSD_forward].

5.4.3.1 Structure

The Forward Request document SHALL conform to the XML schema described in sub clause 5.4.2.2 “XML Schema”, with the clarifications given in this sub clause.

The <forward> element: 

· SHALL include the <document> element
· SHALL include the <recipients-list> element which carries the list of recipients to whom the XDM Resource has to be forwarded
· MAY include <note> element which can be used to contain the information which the Principal forwarding the XDM Resource wants to send to the recipients.
· MAY include <expiration-time> which can be used to indicate the time period of keeping the XDM Forward request active.
Editor’s note: The max-duration available to the user to set is to be discussed.
· MAY include <filter-set> element

The <document> element SHALL include an attribute “uri” which carries the XCAP URI of the XDM Document to be forwarded.

The <recipients-list> element SHALL include one or more elements, each of which is

a) an <entry> element, which SHALL contain the "uri" attribute set to a valid User Address, e.g. a SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or a TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]); or

b) an <external> element pointing to a URI List in the Shared List XDMS as defined in [XDM_List]. 
The <filter-set> element SHALL conform to the structure described in [RFC 4661] with the following clarifications:

a) The <filter> element SHALL NOT include any attributes

b) The <trigger> element SHALL NOT be included

1.4.3 Forward Descriptor Document

The XDMS SHALL support the Forward Descriptor document if the XDMS supports the Forwarding of XDM Forward Request feature as described in sub clause 6.2.6.2 “Forwarding of XDM Forward Request”.

5.4.3.1 MIME Type

The MIME type for the Forward Descriptor document SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.forward-desc+xml”.

5.4.3.1 XML Schema

The Forward Descriptor document SHALL conform to the XML schema described in [XSD_forward_Desc].

5.4.3.1 Structure

The Forward Descriptor document SHALL conform to the XML schema described in sub clause 5.4.2.2 “XML Schema”, with the clarifications given in this sub clause.

The <forward-descriptor> element: 

· SHALL include the <document> element;

· SHALL include the <sender-identity> element;
· SHALL include the <recipients-list> element;

· SHALL include the <content-type> element;
· SHALL include the <expiration-time> which indicates the time up to which the forwarded content is available for the recipients to fetch it.
· MAY include the <note> element
The <document> element SHALL include an attribute “uri” which carries the XCAP URI of the forwarded document residing in the remote domain. It MAY include the attribute “size” which carries the size of the forwarded document.

The <sender-identity> element SHALL contain a valid User Address who forwarded the XDM Resource as value, e.g. a SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or a TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]) 

The <recipients-list> element SHALL include one or more <entry> elements, which SHALL contain the "uri" attribute set to a valid User Address, e.g. a SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or a TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]) to whom the XDM Resource is forwarded.

The <content-type> element SHALL contain the MIME Type of the forwarded XDM Resource as value.
The <note> element contains the informational message set by the Principal forwarding the XDM Resource.
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
