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1 Reason for Contribution

Based on the previous discussion of oma_request document, it isn’t consistent to Request History Information document specified in XDM 2.1 TS. More clarification is necessary.
2 Summary of Contribution

Lead the discussion of the oma_request document, whether it is a kind of history document or other type of document which is just used to record unauthorized requests
3 Detailed Proposal
If I remembered correctly, we made the consensus of the oma_request which wasn’t history document during Stockholm meeting. 

As I know, this requirement is from CAB, which requires recording the last unauthorized SUBSCRIBE request for contact owner to judge whether open the PCC. According to the discussion, it is appropriate to reuse history mechanism since it records all request not last only. Moreover, the request must be authorized. That was why PAG decided creating new folder called oma_req to store oma_request document. 

Hence, I propose to move “5.7.2 Request History Information Document” section out of the “5.7 History Information” section, and rename to “Request Information Document”. As well as “5.7.1 Modification History Information Document” section, I suggest to remove “Modification” and not to limit recording modification requests only.
