5.x Access Permissions List
This section specifies the Application Usage used to store XDM Documents containing references to other Principals’ Access Permissions Documents that grant the Primary Principal of the Access Permissions List document access to other Principals’ XDM Resources. The name for the Application Usage is ”Access Permissions List”.
5.x.1 Structure

The Access Permissions List document SHALL conform to the structure of the “Access Permissions List” document described in this section. The schema definition is provided in section 5.x.3
The <access-permissions-lists> element:

a) SHALL include an <access-permissions-document-selectors> element.
The < access-permissions-document-selectors > 
a) SHALL include zero or more entry elements.
The <entry> element

a) SHALL include a “document-selector” attribute;
b) MAY include an “etag” attribute; 
c) MAY include any other attribute; and
d) MAY include any other element from a different namespace.
5.x.1 Application Unique ID

The AUID SHALL be org.openmobilealliance.access-permissions-list.

5.x.1 XML Schema

The Access Permissions List document SHALL conform to the XML schema in [XSD_APList] 

5.x.1 Default Namespace

The default namespace used in expanding URIs SHALL be “urn:oma:xml:xdm:ap-list”.
5.x.1 MIME Type

The MIME type SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.access-permissions-list+xml”.

5.x.1 Validation constraints

The Access Permissions List document SHALL conform to the XML Schema described in section 5.x.3“XML Schema”, with the clarifications given below.

5.x.1 Data Semantics

The < access-permissions-document-selectors > element SHALL be used to store Document Selectors to Access Permission Documents that contains Access Permissions granted to the Primary Principal of the Access Permissions List document.  
The “document-selector” attribute of the <entry> child element SHALL contain a Document Selector to the Access Permission Document related to the Application Usage and Principal containing Access Permissions granted to the Primary Principal of Access Permissions List. The “etag” attribute SHALL contain the e-Tag value of the selected Access Permission Document. The Document Selector SHALL be used to retrieve the Access Permissions granted to the Primary Principal.
5.x.1 Naming conventions

The document name of the Access Permission List document SHALL be “access-permission-list”.
5.x.1 Global documents

This Application Usage defines no Global Documents.

5.x.1 Resource interdependencies

This Application Usage defines no resource interdependencies.
5.x.1 Authorization policies

The authorization policies SHALL conform to  [XDM_Core] Section “Authorization”.

The Access Permissions Document SHALL conform to [XDM_Core] Section “Access Permissions Document” with the following clarifications:

1) An <external-list> element SHALL only reference a URI List in List XDMS; and
2) An <allow-operation-own-data> element SHALL allow only operations on an <entry> element with the requesting Principal’s identity included in the “document-selector” attribute.
