Change 1:  Add new section 5.3
5.3 XDM Forward Notification List

This section specifies the Application Usage for both the List XDMS and the XDMC called XDM Forward Notification List, which is used to contain the details of XDM Forward request received from other Principals and also the status about the XDM Forward request sent by the XDMC.
5.3.1
Structure

The structure of an XDM Forward Notification List Document SHALL be as follows:

The document SHALL include one root element <forward-notification-list>.

The <forward-notification-list> element 

a) MAY include zero or more <request-notification-list> elements as described in section 5.3.7;
b) MAY include zero or more <delivery-notification-list> elements as described in section 5.3.7; and
c) MAY include any other elements from any other namespace for the purpose of extensibility.

The <request-notification-list> element

a) MAY include zero or more <request> elements as described in section 5.3.7;

b) SHALL include an attribute “auid” as described in section 5.3.7;
 Editor’s note: Details of elements needed for <delivery-notification-list> is TBD.
The <request> element:

a)  SHALL include one <sender-identity> element as described in section 5.3.7;

b) SHALL include one <document-uri> element as described in section 5.3.7;
Editor’s note: Exposing <document-uri> to the user needs to be investigated considering the security issues
c) SHALL include one <expiration-time> element as described in section 5.3.7;

d) SHALL include one <status> element as described in section 5.3.7;

e) MAY include one <size> element as described in section 5.3.7;

f) MAY include one <time-stamp> element as described in section 5.3.7;

g) MAY include one <content-type> element as described in section 5.3.7;
h) MAY include one <note> element as described in section 5.3.7;and
i) MAY include any other elements from any other namespace for the purpose of extensibility.

5.3.2 Application Unique ID

An Application Usage MAY require  the use of an XDM Forward Notification List Document in order to notify the users about the received XDM Forward Request. The XDM Forward Notification List Document SHALL share the Application Unique ID with the XDM documents whose Application Unique ID matches with the AUID of the received XDM Resource.

5.3.3 Default Namespace

The default namespace SHALL be “urn:oma:xml:xdm:forward-notification”.
5.3.4 XML Schema

The XDM Forward Notification List document SHALL conform to the XML schema defined in [XSD_XDM2_FN].
