Change 1:  Add new section 6.2.6.3 XDM Restore
6.2.6.3 XDM Restore
Upon receiving an XDCP request, the XDMS SHALL check the value of the <request> element of the XDCP document included in the XDCP request body. 
If the value of the <request> element is “Restore”, XDMS

1. SHALL authorize the request as described in section 5.1.5 and verify that the requesting Principal is granted access to the XDM Restore operations as described in section 5.4; 
2. MAY verify that the etag value contained <current-etag> element, if exiting, of the XDCP Request corresponds to a known version of the XDM Document, and if it does not, generate an HTTP 409 "Conflict";
3. SHALL verify whether the Modification History Information Document is associated to the requested XDM Document;
4. SHALL extract the etag value from <back-to-etag> element, and identify document version based on the etag value from the Modification History Information Document and the operations towards to the XDM Document after the document version;
5. SHALL restore the XDM Document by the reversed identified operations in the ascending time sequence order;
6. SHALL mark the restored XDM operations in Modification History Information Document as restored to prevent duplicate restoring.
