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1 Reason for Change

Justification

R01: Updated clause 5 after comments in PAG WG meeting in Prague:
         -  Bullet about “Distribution of monitoring” is removed. (Example text is moved to bullet about “Interaction”.)
         - “Requestor” is included in a new bullet as initiating/requesting the service from the enabler.
         - “snapshot” -> “one-time evaluation”.
New RD template guidelines as proposed by REQ makes a split between informative clauses “Scope”, “Introduction” and “Enabler Description”. During RD template presentation in Paris meeting REQ chairman referred to CAB RD for an example, see OMA-REQ-2008-0063-INP_Scope_Intro_Descr_CAB_example. The purpose of this CR is to make clause “Scope” of current RD to follow the example.
Summary of Change

Part of text in clause Scope” is moved to clause 5 “CBUS enabler description” and slightly re-written to better fit into descriptive text. The “Editor’s note”, as well as the yellow-coloured guideline text boxes, are deleted from “Scope” clause.
