The following table provides detailed descriptions of commonly used PAL-1i interface message parameters included as part of supported request/response messages.  These message parameters are detailed in section 6.2, and may also be referred to in other portions of this document.

	Data type
	Description

	PALClientID
	String
	An identifier used to identify a PAL Client, e.g. “alice@example.com”.  The PALClientID is defined as a URI as described in [RFC3986].
NOTE:  The creation of PALClientID is out of scope of this Enabler. 

	PresenceAspect
	String
	An indicator used to identify a Presence Aspect within a corresponding Presence Aspect value request, e.g. “contactable”.  
NOTE: PresenceAspect is as defined in [PDE_DDS] section “Presence Aspect Definitions”.

	PresenceAspectValue
	String
	A string containg a Presence Aspect value (e.g. “true”, “reachable”, “unwilling”, etc.).

	PresenceContextID
	String
	An identifier (e.g. a URI) which refers to a Presence Context in order to provide PAL Clients with a unique view/perspective of Presence Information for a given Presence Aware Service or Class of Service.  A Presence Context identifies the Presence Aware Service or Class of Service instance to a requesting PAL Client, e.g. “sip:friendlychat@example.com/%7Bsip:bob@example.com%7D/:01”.   


	PresenceTrigger
	String
	An indicator used to identify a Presence Trigger within a corresponding pre-defined action notification, e.g. “onAvailable”.  
NOTE: PresenceTrigger is as defined in [PDE_DDS] section “Presence Trigger Definitions”.

	Presentity
	String
	One or more logical entities as detailed in [PRS_RD] section “Definitions” or an optionally reference to a Presence List as described in [PRS_Spec] section “Subscription to a Presence List”.

	PresentityContact
	String
	One or more contact addresses corresponding to each unique Presentity provided in the Presentity parameter of the Presence Aspect request.  A contact address corresponds to the <contact> element as described in [RFC3862], section “The Contact Element”.

	ResumeRequestAccepted
	Boolean
	A flag which indicates whether an associated PAL Presence Context was resumed from being suspended or not.  A successful value is indicated by the value “true”, whereas an unsuccessful resume request is indicated by the value “false”.

NOTE:  a resume request received for a Presence Context already in the resume state, will result in a successful ResumeRequestAccepted value, i.e. ResumeRequestAccepted=“true”.

	ServiceID
	String
	An identifier which uniqely identifies a Presence Aware Service of Class of Service, e.g. an XUI “sip:im@friendlychat.org”.

	SuspendRequestAccepted
	Boolean
	A flag which indicates whether an associated PAL Presence Context was suspended or not.  A successful value is indicated by the value “true”, whereas an unsuccessful suspend request is indicated by the value “false”.

NOTE:  a suspend request received for a Presence Context which is already suspended, will result in a successful SuspendRequestAccepted value, i.e. SuspendRequestAccepted=“true”.
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
