5.1 PAL Profile
This section specifies a mandatory Application Usage for the PAL XDMS.
5.1.1 Structure
The PAL Profile document SHALL conform to the structure of the “pal-profile” document described in this subclause. The schema definition as detailed in section XML Schema, below.
The <service-profile> element contains a PAL Profile associated with a <pal-presence-params> element.  A <pal-presence-params> element specifies a Presence Parameter template for a Presence Aware Service, and is defined as follows:

a) SHALL include an “id” attribute that identifies the Presence Aware Service for which this PAL Profile is intended;
b) MAY include a <rule-set> element which contain a list of zero or more PAL Rules associated with the Presence Aware Service.  If a PAL Rule is defined, the associated <rule> element SHALL include:

1. A <rule-name> element which specifies a fully qualified PAL Rule name; and exactly one of either: 
i. A <code-snippet> element which provides an in-line PAL Rule definition; or,

ii. A <code-ref> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition.

c) SHALL include an <aspects> element which contains a list of one or more PAL Presence Aspects associated with the Presence Aware Service.  A PAL Presence Aspect <aspect> element SHALL include:

1. A <value-type> element which specifies a fully qualified PAL Presence Aspect return value data type; and,

2. A <pa-rule-ref> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition corresponding to the associated PAL Presence Aspect. 

d) MAY include a <triggers> element which contains a list of zero or more PAL Presence Triggers associated with the Presence Aware Service.  If a PAL Presence Trigger is defined, the associated <trigger> element SHALL include: 

1. A <predef-action-ref> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition corresponding to the pre-defined action; and,

2. A <pt-rule-def> element which provides a URI-reference to the PAL Rule definition corresponding to the associated PAL Presence Trigger.

e) MAY include a “name” attribute which specifies a human readable PAL Profile name;

f) MAY include any other attribute for the purposes of extensibility;

g) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
5.1.2 Application Unique ID
The AUID SHALL be defined as “org.openmobilealliance.pal-profile”.

5.1.3 XML Schema

5.1.3.1 
The “pal-profile” XML document SHALL be composed according to the XML schema described in [XSD_palProfile].
5.1.4 Default Namespace

The default namespace used in expanding URIs SHALL be “urn:oma:xml:xdm:pal-profile” as defined in section XML Schema.
5.1.5 MIME Type

The MIME type for the PAL Profile document SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.pal-profile+xml”.

5.1.6 Validation constraints

The PAL Profile document SHALL conform to the XML Schema described in section XML Schema, with the clarifications given in this sub‑clause.

5.1.7 Data Semantics

The value of the “id” attribute in a <pal-presence-params> element SHALL represent service identifers of valid Presence Aware Services (e.g. service identifiers registerd as part of the OMNA Presence <service-description> Registry).  

The information contained within a <service-profile> SHALL be sufficient for a PAL Server to establish Presence Context on behalf of a PAL Client (i.e. to support a PAL Server in providing a proper perspective of presence information associated with a given Presence Aware Service).

5.1.8 Naming conventions

The name of PAL Profile document SHALL be “pal”.

5.1.9 Global documents
This Application Usage defines no Global Documents.

5.1.10 Resource interdepenencies
This Application Usage defines no additional resource interdepencies.

5.1.11 Authorization policies
The authorization policies for manipulating a PAL Profile SHALL conform to those described in [XDM_Core] section  “Authorization”.  

The authorization policies applicable to the PAL Profile Global Document are as follows:

1. The Primary Principal SHALL have permission to perform mutative operations (i.e. create, modify, delete) defined on a PAL Profile in the Users Tree;

2. Principals SHALL have permission to perform retrieve operations defined on applicable PAL Profiles in the Users Tree;

3. Principals SHALL have permission to perform forward operations defined on applicable PAL Profiles in the Users Tree;

4. Principals SHALL have permission to perform subscribing to changes operations on applicable PAL Profiles in the Users Tree.
